Public Participation Networks Ireland  National Conference 2025
The annual PPN National Conference took place in the Knightsbrook Hotel, Trim, in
October 2025.
 
The two-day conference, whose theme was ‘Building Better Communities’, brought PPN
representatives together to discuss citizen engagement.
 
Participants were greeted by Minister of State with responsibility for Community
Development and Charities, Jerry Buttimer, who welcomed PPN staff and volunteers and
thanked them for their efforts in the important work of building strong, resilient, and
inclusive communities.
 
Staff from Mayo PPN along with Secretariat members attended the two-day event.  
 

National PPN Report: Building Community Resilience for Times of Emergency
Mayo PPN is pleased to share the newly published National PPN Report – Building
Community Resilience for Times of Emergency.
 
Launched at the 2025 National PPN Conference (hosted by Meath PPN and Meath
County Council), the report was developed through a national survey and workshop,
coordinated by Laois, Leitrim, and Tipperary PPNs, and funded by the Department of
Rural and Community Development (DRCD).
 
The report highlights the vital role of PPNs in emergency response, community support,
and resilience building across Ireland. It also shares key learnings and recommendations
to strengthen preparedness at local and national levels.
 
Mayo PPN will continue to work closely with Mayo County Council and local
stakeholders to put these recommendations into action and enhance community
resilience.

TFI Local Link Enhance Local Services in Mayo
From Monday, 29 September, TFI Local Link Mayo has enhanced Route 460 a/b between
Castlebar and Achill Island.
 
This enhanced route is part of the Connecting Ireland Rural Mobility Plan which is a
major national public transport initiative developed and funded by the National
Transport Authority (NTA) as part of the Transport for Ireland (TFI) Network.
New Routes 460a and 460b will replace and provide an extension to the current Route
978 service which connects Béal an Mhuirthead and Castlebar.
 
Additionally, TFI Local Link Mayo are pleased to announce these new and expanded
services that commenced recently as follows:

Mayo Comhairle na Óg Introduces Vaping Petition
Motion to regulate the appearance and marketing practices of vaping retailers to reduce
youth appeal
 
Background
The level of youth vaping is increasing at an alarming rate. Local vaping retailers often
use colourful signage, bright lighting and youth-orientated branding that may
unintentionally (or deliberately) appeal to young people. This contributes to the
normalisation of youth vaping, damages communities through littering, and negatively
impacts the health of the young people who use them. Mayo Comhairle na Óg believes
more can be done at a local level to reduce the visual appeal of these establishments to
underage individuals.
 
Proposal:
We, Mayo Comhairle na nÓg, propose the following actions be considered by the Mayo
County Council:
Restrict the use of bright neon signs, cartoon graphics, products aimed at children or
other product imagery on the exterior of vaping retail shops.
Mandate that all vape shop windows be covered or display only neutral signage, in line
with tobacco product restrictions.
Introduce guidelines for plain storefront designs (e.g. Black and white lettering, no
product advertising)
Mandate that vaping products be kept out of view in retail outlets, e.g. when behind the
counter or in closed containers.
Launch a community awareness campaign on the risks of vaping, with youth-led input
and messaging.

Minister Calleary Announces €2.3 Million for Three Mayo Regeneration Projects
Minister for Department of Rural and Community Development and the Gaeltacht, Dara
Calleary, announced funding of over €2.3 million for three landmark regeneration
projects in Mayo. The announcement is part of a national rollout of 30 projects totalling
€20.5 million.
 
The three projects in Mayo, being funded under the Rural Regeneration Development
Fund (RRDF), are in #Belmullet, #Swinford and on #Inishturk Island.
 
Béal an Muirthead 2028 Fís Nua is being awarded €663,000 for public realm works, the
regeneration of an old vocational school as a community hub, and the development of a
new library.
 
In Swinford, €870,000 is being awarded for the refurbishment and deep retrofit of a
derelict and unused former residential building of the Georgian era into a community
resource centre. The project will also include the development of a new public square
and marketplace.
 
Mayo County Councill is the lead applicant for both the Belmullet and Swinford projects.
 
On Inishturk Island, South West Mayo Development Company CLG are the lead applicant
for a project that will develop a 900 sq. metre multi-purpose hub and glamping site with
a grant award of €814,000.
